Title: Judicial Code of Conduct 

By: Juneau Tlingit and Haida Community 

 

WHEREAS, the Central Council of Tlingit and Haida Indian Tribes of Alaska (Central Council) 

is a federally recognized tribe with more than 30,000 tribal citizens; and 

WHEREAS, the Tlingit and Haida tribal government is organized in three (3) different parts; the 

Office of the President – Executive Branch; the Tribal Assembly – Legislative Branch; and the Tribal 

Court; and 

WHEREAS, the Tribal Court has three (3) elected Court Justices and appointed Tribal 

Magistrates; and 

WHEREAS, the integrity and the dignity of the court must be preserved at all times and the 

assurance of due process in its addressing of issues and/or Tribal citizen maters must be protected; and 

WHEREAS, public involvement and participation by Tribal Judges in the public affairs of the 

Tribe must be limited so that such involvement and participation does not affect the adjudication in any 

matters which may come before the Tribal Court. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Eighty-First Tribal Assembly of Central 

Council Tlingit & Haida Indian Tribes of Alaska delegation convened in Juneau, Alaska on April 20-22, 

2016, hereby directs the Judiciary Committee to develop a Tribal Judiciary Code of Conduct. 

ADOPTED this 22nd day of April 2016, by the Eighty-First Tribal Assembly of Central Council 

of Tlingit and Haida Indian Tribes of Alaska.
